Abstract. The global trading system, influenced a lot by the processes of liberalization,
digitalization and an unprecedented increase in the number of regional trade
agreements, can grow evenly and effectively only if all its participants develop
simultaneously: both world economic leaders and least developed countries. At the same
time, the key institutional regulator of such a system, the World Trade Organization, is
now faced with the need to modernize its members’ self-declaration status through the
unfair use of benefits by a number of countries whose beneficiaries should be members
with less trade potential and capacity. In this context, it is crucial to review the
Organization’s approaches to the classification of its members in order to prevent misuse
of benefits provided by WTO multilateral trade agreements, in particular, special and
differential treatment, by the developed countries that deliberately underestimate their
status.
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Currently, there is no single universal classification system of countries by level of
economic development, based on which it would be possible to develop an approach to
the equitable division of countries into groups according to their role and ability to
participate in the global trading system.

The article analyzes the generally accepted approaches to the classification of countries
developed by the United Nations, the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund, etc.
The purpose of the study is to conduct a thorough analysis of approaches to the
classification of countries participating in the global trading system by the level of
economic development, as well as to develop proposals for the division of countries into
groups: developed, developing and least developed countries. The process of evolution
of classification categories is described, the criterion base of assigning a country to one
or another category is shown and the list of countries that meet the specified
requirements is given. In addition, it is demonstrated that in modern conditions it is
impractical to use any of the existing classification systems separately. The study
developed proposals for the division of countries into three groups according to the level
of economic development.
