Abstract. According to the results of the conducted research, it was found that in
relation to the understanding of the essence of the concept of «crisis», there is a huge
number of its definitions, which is already a recognition of the complexity in
understanding this concept. In addition, quite often in the literature, the following terms
are used as synonyms for the concept of «crisis»: «danger», «unforeseen
circumstances», «emergency situation» and «disaster», which is not correct enough. In
addition, most researchers characterize the crisis by considering its occurrence at the
enterprise level, linking it to the impact on the region or industry. The essence of the
crisis, the variety of its manifestations and characteristics are reflected in the
classifications of the crisis. At the same time, there is no unity of opinion among
scientists either regarding the types of crisis or its types. Regarding the classification, it
is determined that the most successful is the division of the crisis by scientists into the
following types: financial, economic, social, environmental, corporate and reputational.
However, at the same time, this classification does not take into account the crisis that
concerns the state, and its elimination requires the involvement of state bodies.
Therefore, it is proposed to expand the classification of types of crisis by supplementing
it with a crisis of public administration and a political crisis. It is worth noting that
currently insufficient attention is paid to research issues of these types of crisis, and
sometimes in literary sources these concepts are even equated, which is not correct
enough. It has been established that today the research into the essence of the concept
of «crisis of public administration» is quite fragmentary, and the existing definitions do
not fully reveal its meaning. Taking this into account, the definition of the category
«public administration crisis» has been clarified. Regarding the sustainability of the term
«anti-crisis administration», it began to be actively used in Ukraine with the adoption of
the Law of Ukraine «On restoring the debtor’s solvency or declaring him bankrupt». As a
result, this led researchers to understand anti-crisis management mostly as a tool for
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improving the company undergoing bankruptcy proceedings. Subsequently, scientists
and practitioners of many countries extended the application of anti-crisis management
exclusively at the enterprise level to other areas, including public administration.
Research in the field of public administration was analyzed and it was determined that
the illumination of possible anti-crisis technologies in public administration is somewhat
superficial. For the most part, the proposals are reduced to the application of a systemic
approach to state management, which is characterized by a change in the system of
state management as a whole and personnel changes. As for the category «anti-crisis
state administration», researchers mostly consider two concepts separately: «anti-crisis
administration» and «state administration», which is not correct enough. Existing
definitions do not fully reveal the essence of this category. Taking into account the
above, the definition of the category «anti-crisis public administration» has been
clarified.
